New hire training necessary to reduce claims
AMFED Insurance Company reports recent claims this year from employees new to the job.  Listed below is a summary of those claims:

1. An employee was working on hanging sheetrock when the scaffold he was on tipped over causing him to fall forward into the wall.  He was pinned between the wall and scaffold.  When the scaffold was removed he tried to grab and hold on with his right arm; pulling his shoulder and then falling.  This was the employees first week on the job.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $593,422.48.  

2. A middle-age male was helping erect a pre-cast stone when his foot slipped and he fell 30 feet fracturing both wrists and his hip.  He was an experienced ironworker, but new to this company.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $261,166.00
3. A laborer under the age of 21, employed for one week, was struck by some concrete forms and sustained a serious head injury.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $2,026,989.75.

Caution needed when using uninsured subcontractors

Using an uninsured subcontractor is necessary, but every measure should be used to find an insured subcontractor when possible.  Listed below are some of the recent claims:

1. A roofing laborer, under the age of 21 and employed by an uninsured subcontractor stepped off the decking and fell 22’, striking a sprinkler pipe and conduit on the way down.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $1,999,066.78.

Caution needed when using uninsured subcontractors (cont’d)

2. A young adult employee was working on a house for an uninsured subcontractor when he fell off the house and sustained injuries to his head, leg, shoulder and jaw.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $2,752,282.52.

You don’t think an accident could happen to you, but it does

Simple mistakes happen, you think it couldn’t possibly happen to you or someone on your crew, but it does.  Sometimes these simple mistakes can cost all of us in the long run.  Listed below is a summary of those claims:
1. An employee working as an experienced roofer cut a hole in the decking of the roof; stepped back and fell through the hole.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $704,357.24.

2. A middle-age carpenter shot himself in the left foot with a nail gun.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $428,350.25.

Caution needed when lifting on the job.  Recent back injuries listed below:

1. A framer/carpenter was installing roof braces and was pushing upward on the rafter when he injured his lower back.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $387,119.91

2. A welder was injured when he hurt his back while welding window frames.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $314,796.83.
3. An employee working as a general laborer was pushing plywood up to a co-worker when he injured his back.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $339,572.41.

4. A worker employed as a driver/laborer was pulling a water well pipe that was 20 feet long and injured his back.  Total dollars incurred for this injury to date are $321,247.14.
