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· Power lines can kill.  Never let equipment get near power lines.  Never touch downed power lines.

· No riding is allowed on backhoes, dozers, loaders or on the edge of pickup truck beds.  No hitching rides on concrete trucks or dump truck beds.  No riding or standing on running boards.

· If you are driving a company truck or piece of equipment, wear your seat belt at all times.

· Do not use defective equipment or tools.  Report defects or broken tools immediately to your supervisor.

· Make sure all guards and other safety attachments are properly installed and adjusted before operating any piece of equipment or beginning any hazardous job.

· Wear all protective clothing and equipment required for the job.

· Never attempt to repair, adjust or lubricate a machine while it is in operation.

· Do not try to lift any item that is too heavy or bulky to be handled by one person.  Ask for help.

· Keep all passageways, stairways and work areas clear of debris and trash.

· Do not leave extension cords to be driven over by equipment or vehicles.

· No employees are permitted to work under loads being handled by lifting or digging equipment.

· Never turn your back on a piece of operating equipment.  Don’t assume the operator knows where you are.

· Warning signs, barricades and tags will be used to the fullest extent and shall be obeyed.

· Make sure there is no loose material handing from the bed of truck that could fall off.

· Never operate any machinery or equipment unless specifically authorized by your supervisor.

· Never take chances.  If you are not sure, ask your supervisor, not your buddy.

· Know how to operate a fire extinguisher and where the nearest one is at all times.

· Report all injuries to your supervisor immediately.

· Do not run, participate in horseplay or distract fellow workers.
